Junior Counselor Job Description

Junior Counselors are at least 13 years old.  They have the choice of working with children directly, or aiding in the logistics of camp.   Contact Andrea Rubinstein for more information.  

Responsibilities:

There are two types of Junior Counselors.

Logistics Junior Counselors are in charge of aiding the Crafts, the Cook, and any other volunteers or program leaders.  They help camp run smoothly by setting up and taking down activities, preparing meals, and doing basic camp chores.  This is a good way to get to know camp without the responsibility of looking after children.

Junior Counselors are those counselors ready to work directly with the children in camp as support to the Group Counselors.  They will not have their own groups of children, but they will be assigned to help out at specific times such as free play time or craft time.  They may be asked to give extra supervision to specific campers, or to assist the lead counselor in a group.

Group Counselor Job Description


Group Counselors are Day Camp’s older and more experienced counselors.  They are directly in charge of taking care of small groups of children.  Group Counselor’s are at least 14 years old.  

Responsibilities:

The main responsibility of a Group Counselor is to create a safe and fun environment for campers.  The campers should be the Group Counselors’ main focus at all times.  You accompany your small group of campers to all activities and participate with them, and play with and supervise them during rest times.  Group Counselors may be asked to organize and lead certain games, lead sing-alongs, or other activities.  Because of this leadership role as a Group Counselor, you are especially expected to exhibit correct language, behavior, and a positive attitude with the campers at all times.

I also realize that campers will view me as a role model and it is important that I set a positive example with my attitude, words, actions, and appearance.
